Adults, Parents – Draft Questions
· Community strengths
· What do you and your family like most about living in this community?
· What are the strengths of this community? (probes: You might think of physical things like the rec center, or something about the people or different community organizations or groups that make this a great place to live).
· How do you see those natural strengths of the community impacting youths' lives?
· Community perception of the problem
· What do people in the community think about drug and alcohol use?  What about youth using alcohol and drugs?
· What do people in the community think about marijuana use?  What about youth using marijuana?
· Define community gaps, needs, and barriers related to the problem
· What information or support do you need to help address the concerns raised about youth marijuana use?
· As a parent, what information or support do you need to talk to youth (or your children) about marijuana use?
· Opportunities for community education or messaging
· Recognizing that it’s important to get this information (or messages) to youth, who (besides yourself/the parent) else do you think your kids will listen to?  And what message do you think the youth should hear? 
· Mechanism

· Key messengers
· What adults do young people interact with during a typical day?
